3. Players The tournaments organizers invite all the tournament’s players. 12 teams and 24 pairs take part in the tournament.
4. Format The tournament consists from the Teams tournament and the Pairs tournament.

In the Teams tournament 12 teams are divided in A and B group, both groups from 6 teams. The groups are drawn before the tournament. Every team in the group plays complete Round Robin of 12 boards in a match. The scoring is by IMPs and IMPs are converted in Victory points. The teams in Round Robin take places according to the VPs. If two or more teams have equal VP, then higher place takes the team who has better criteria:
1) their mach by IMPs;

2) total IMPs (+/-);

3) if 1) un 2) are the same, then the teams play 4 boards, and winning with 1 IMP is enough.

After the Round Robin the 1st place of the group A plays with the 2nd place in group B and the 1st place of the group B plays with the 2nd place in group A the semi-finals of 12 boards. The scoring is by IMPs and winning with 1 IMP is enough.
The winners of the semi-final play the final of 12 boards. The scoring is by IMPs and winning with 1 IMP is enough.
The losers in the semi-final play 12 boards for the 3rd place. The scoring is by IMPs and winning with 1 IMP is enough.

If after 12 boards in the final, semi-final or the play-off for the 3rd place the result is tight, then teams play 4 more boards, and winning with 1 IMP is enough.

In the Pairs tournament are played 23 rounds by 4 boards each. Every pair plays one round with other pair. The result is scored is by IMPs according to the average of the field. The highest and the smallest result do not count when counting average. If two pairs have equal number of IMPs, then in the higher ranking is the pair who:

1) has won the round which was played against the other pair;

2) has more IMPs against the top 5 pairs.

5. Prizes First 3 places in the Teams tournament receive medals and souvenirs. The 1st team receive EUR 700 money prize. First 3 places in the Pairs tournament receive medals and souvenirs. The 1st pair receive EUR 500 money prize, the 2nd pair receive EUR 300 money prize, the 3rd pair receive EUR 200 money prize.
6. Entrance Fees Entrance fee for the Teams tournament is EUR 100 from the team. Entrance fee for the Pairs tournament is EUR 70 from the pair.
7. Convention cards and Systems Every pair must have fulfilled convention card.
